The Strategic Environmental Research and Development Program (SERDP) is the Department of Defense's (DoD) environmental research and development program, planned and executed in partnership with the Department of Energy and the Environmental Protection Agency. SERDP's role is to fund research and development that addresses environmental issues relevant to the management and mission of the DoD. SERDP-supported efforts lead to the development and application of innovative environmental technologies or methods that improve the environmental performance of DoD by improving outcomes, managing environmental risks, and/or reducing costs or time required to resolve environmental problems. 

The SERDP FY2013 solicitations were released October 27, 2011. The Core Solicitation (see attachment) seeks proposals for basic and applied research, and advanced technology development. Core projects vary in cost and duration, consistent with the scope of the work proposed. If you are involved with research relevant to a Statement of Need, this is an opportunity for potential funding. Pre-proposals are required for all organizations including Federal. Pre-proposals are due NLT 2:00 PM EST, January 5, 2012. All submissions must be in response to a Statement of Need (SON). Submittals are sent electronically by setting up an account thru the SERDP web site.
